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TUALATIN
CAMPING REGULATIONS

Violation of Tualatin’s camping
regulations may result in citation.

TIME

Camping is prohibited between
7am and 7pm.

PLACE

The map at left details the only
location in which overnight camping
is allowed in Tualatin.

MANNER

The following is prohibited:

+ Accumulating, discarding, or
leaving behind trash

« Digging, excavating, erecting
or installing fixtures, harming
vegetation

« Obstructing or attaching camp
materials to public infrastructure
or private property structures

« Unauthorized connections to
electrical outlets or other utilities

- Starting or maintaining a fire

« Creating a physical impairment to
emergency ingress or egress

« Campsites (tents) must be at least
20 feet from any building

In addition, campsites must be limited
to 12x12 feet and may not be within
10 feet of another campsite.
